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Weekly Conflict Summary 

July 13-19, 2017 

The previous week’s ceasefires in southern Syria continued into this reporting period, slowing what 

appeared to be an unsustainable rising tide of conflict in the area, especially around Daraa city. The 
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A day later, Ahrar al-Sham fighters nearly clashed with HTS in the town of Killi, prompting local 

representatives to ban the entry of heavy weaponry into the town without approval by a local committee. 

The agreement also banned the establishment of checkpoints on key roads, and designated the local court 

as the body to settle any future disputes. 

On July 14, clashes erupted due to a dispute over electricity provision in the eastern Idleb town of Tal 

Tukan, resulting in the HTS capture of the town. Another agreement was reached
